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HASH HOUSE HARRIERS
A PROUD TRADITION OF UNORTHODOX RUNNING AND HEAVY DRINKING

Hashing is an adult variation of a children’s game, “Hare and Hounds.”This game was popular in Britain in
the 1800s and early 1900s. The first chapter of the Hash House Harriers was founded in 1938 in Kuala
Lumpur, Malaysia. The person credited with this achievement was Albert S. “G” Gispert, a lieutenant in the
British Army. Others involved in the founding of the club were: Cecil Lee, Frederick “Horse” Thomson,
and Ronald “Torch” Bennett.

The name “Hash House Harriers” was given to the club by “G” becauseafter the run, the “harriers” would
repair to the “hash house” for food and beer. The “hash house” was a restaurant called the Selangor Club
Chambers, which was part of the Selangor Club (also known affectionately as “The Spotted Dog”) in
downtown Kuala Lumpur. A worthy goal of a hard-core Hasher is to make a pilgrimage to Kuala Lumpur
and run with the “Mother” Hash at least once in their lifetime!

“G” was killed on 11 February, 1942, in the defense of Singapore. Uponhearing of the commencement of
hostilities in Malaya, “G” rushed back from Australia to receive an emergency commission as 2nd Lieutenant
in the Argyll and Sutherland Highlanders – the “Thin Red Line.” As the Japanese forces crossed the strait
from Malaya onto Singapore Island, the Argylls were sent to the area of Bukit Timah with orders to defend
the line to the last man. An excerpt from the regiment’s official history reads “About 0400 hrs (11 Feb) a
considerable force of Japanese from track junction 751150 moved up the track for 200 yards to within ten
yards of Battalion H.Q. and halted. They surprised and silently caught Captain Gispert, the mortar officer,
and three men and killed them.” The island capitulated four dayslater. The report calls him “Captain” – he
had been given this posthumous field promotion. His name is inscribed on the Kranji War Memorial in
Singapore, on the Memorial Wall at the War Cemetery in Johore Bahru, and on the Gispert family
monument in a cemetery in South London.

Hashing began to spread in the 1960s, including early chapters in Singapore, Kuching, Sandakan, Jesselton,
Ipoh, and Penang. The first “InterHash” was held in Hong Kong in 1978, and has been held every two years
thereafter. In the odd-numbered years, each continent has its own rendezvous – ours is called the
“InterAmerica’s Hash.” The inaugural one was in Costa Rica in 1983.

Hashing reached Long Beach in 1985, thanks to Founders Jock, Eject, and Zapata. On the official Hash
Family Tree, we are shown as branching from the Taipei HHH in Taiwan, courtesy of Jock.
